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The Fifty year celebration 
of Mennonite Voluntary 
Service of the General Con-
ference Mennonite Church 
was a very special occasion 
at Joy Mennonite on Octo-
ber 20. Especially for the 
Edigers, who have had close 
ties to many of the more 
than 25 years of MVS in 
Oklahoma City. It was also 
special because we meet in 
the very place where hun-
dreds of youth lived and 
served. 

The institutions of volun-
tary service and Mennonite 
Central Committee have 
both played a significant 
role in shaping the Men-
nonite Church. One is never 
the same after a term of 
service. We do note, how-
ever, that while MCC is 
thriving with strong grass 
roots support, voluntary 
service is waning. We ask if 
this is because the support 
for MCC is from the older

generation and voluntary 
service depends on the vol-
untary commitment of our 
youth. We are concerned 
about what will happen to 
the institutions of the 
church that are not sup-
ported by the younger gen-
eration. I believe it is a 
question of relevance. That 
is what I wish to address. 

The older generation often 
accuses the younger gen-
eration of having a very 
narrow view of life focused 
on self. The older genera-
tion speaks of the sense-
less behavior of the 
younger generation. We 
should not under-estimate 
our youth. When we see the 
institutions of the church 
in danger of dying from 
lack of interest by the 
younger generation, we 
should think of this: youth 
perceive irrelevance much 
more quickly than older 
people. It is not a question

of the relevance of a spe-
cific program but relevance 
of the church to one's con-
cerns. For the church to be 
relevant, youth (like all 
people) have to feel that 
the church cares about 
their well-being and the 
well-being of their genera-
tion. Who is going to sacri-
fice time and energy to an 
institution that is irrele-
vant to their concerns? 

The Mennonite church in 
Mexico is a good example. 
When the people are expe-
riencing economic and so-
cial crisis, the bishops con-
cern themselves with 
maintaining the old tradi-
tions, and then the people 
say, "The bishops no longer 
care about us." The church 
cannot just concern itself 
about how to usher people 
into heaven when they die, 
and how to add numbers to 
their church. To be rele-
vant, the church must con-
cern itself about the social 
and physical well-being of

people in a non-self-serv-
ing way. 

To be relevant, the church 
must address current con-
cerns like violence and war, 
environmental concerns, 
economic disparity, social 
concerns like family values 
and sexual mores. Many 
churches have focused on 
abortion and homosexual-
ity. 1 believe we should ad-
dress these concerns, but 
in a different way from 
what we have seen. Space 
does not allow me to do 
that in this newsletter, but 
maybe next month I can ex-
press my thoughts on 
some of these issues. 

Go and make it a good day. 
Walk with God. Walk with 
your brothers and sisters. 
Concern yourself with the 
things God is concerned 
about. Have a good 
Thanksgiving.

And the networks' polls re-
port Americans are not 
concerned with ethical 
questions, but want to hear 
about the issues. Now, re-
member, who you vote for 
is strictly your business. My 
concern is not politics, but 
ethics. Who's asking the 
questions and who's blow-
ing them off is of no real 
importance. 

When a candidate asks a se-

rious question concerning 
ethics, why is this consid-
ered mean-spirited? Or 
mud-slinging? This is a 
campaign for President! 
Don't we want a man of 
solid ethics or morals as 
President? Also, why 
would a man, of good ethi-
cal and moral standing, 
running for a high post, 
want to side-step ques-
tions concerning his char-
acter or behavior? What 
would be wrong with di-
rect, honest answers? 
Wouldn't you think he 
would want to "clear the 
air" in a forthright manner? 
Does the American public 
really consider questions 
on ethics as unimportant? 
If this is true, I can only ask 
"Why?" 

I quite often, when asking 
about ethical questions in 
politics, hear, "All politi-
cians do it." In considering 
all these questions, I won-
der if that response

shouldn't actually be, "We 
all do it."? Think about it. 
Have our own ethics, or 
morals, gotten so lax, that 
we simply expect poor be-
havior? What, you ask, do I 
mean by our own ethics be-
ing lax? Consider it for a 
moment. Do you deal with 
everyone in a completely 
honest, or ethical manner? 
Are we always honest in 
our business lives, or in our 
personal lives, or even in 
casual-type relationships? 
How about your taxes, are 
you completely honest or 
ethical? Do you feel that 
you can trust salespeople 
you meet? How about a 
plumber? A police officer? 
Your congressman? Or the 
President? Can they trust 
us? 

I can draw no conclusions. 
I can give no answers. Only 
more questions. Isn't it 
sad?
